Fitzroy River Turtle

Scientific name: Rheodytes leukops

The Fitzroy River turtle is light to dark brown in colour

and grows to approximately 260mm in carapace length.
- v

This turtle was first
described in 1980 and
is only found in the
Fitzroy River and its
tributaries, around
Rockhampton in east-

ern central Queens-
land.
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The species occurs
within permanent
freshwater riverine
reaches and large,
isolated permanent
waterholes with rocky,
gravelly or sandy bot-
toms.

The Fitzroy River
turtle is known as the §
"bum breathing turtle" g
by locals. It is capable
of obtaining up to 70% of necessary oxygen through its
anus, in a process called cloacal respiration. Through
this process, the Fitzroy River turtle can remain un-
derwater for up to three weeks. This turtle is an adept
bottom feeder, preying on terrestrial and aquatic insects,
macroinvertebrates, crustaceans, algae, aquatic snails,
worms, freshwater sponges and aquatic plants such as
ribbon weed.

The breeding season is from September to November.
Females excavate a nest in the sand or gravel riverbank
during the night and lay about 20 eggs in each of one or
more clutches, each egg is about 29mm long and 21mm
wide. The eggs take about 47 days to hatch (at 30 degrees
Centigrade). The hatchlings are barely bigger than a 20
b o cent piece.
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The turtles face
threats from foxes,
pigs, dogs and feral
cats eating eggs from
their nests.

The turtles’ feeding
and breeding areas
are river banks which
when disturbed by
floods, people and
cattle effects the
turtles.

Also reduced water
quality in local water-
ways from excessive
fertilisers, pesticides,
salt and other chem-
icals in the water as
well as soil erosion
impacts on the turtle

population.
Their habitat comprises a total area of less than 10,000
km?, including the Fitzroy, Mackenzie and Dawson riv-
ers. The Fitzroy River turtle is listed as Vulnerable under
both the Environment Protection and Biodiversity Con-
servation Act and the Queensland Nature Conservation
Act.
