Macaroni Cheese with

Scatter with
combined breadcrumbs and remaining mozzarella.

5. Bake 15-20 mins until macaroni cheese is golden
and bubbling. Serve scattered with basil and accompa-
nied with salad.

TOP TIP: Alternative, reduce mozzarella cheese to
1 cup and add Y2 cup grated parmesan.
